The Medical Library is new in several ways. In addition twew space and location, it has a
new name and an almost completely new staff! It is now c#ledClinical and Research

Library. While planning the new space, the librarians discoveredrthay nurses interpret the

word “Medical” to mean “physicians only.” Thus, it was decidedchange to the more

inclusive name of Clinical and Research Library. The libimmnpuch smaller, but it is located

on the second floor of the main hospital, in a high-traffic areatheaPhysicians’ Lounge, and

most of the staff members seem to really like it.
